Effective May 1, 2009, by ordinance 3-2008 passed by Dauphin County 

Commissioners on April 16, 2008, and amended by ordinance 7-2015, all 

documents relating to real estate that are to be recorded in our office will be 

required to contain a tax parcel number.  This number must appear on the front 

page of the document and will need to be certified by the Tax Assessment office 

(2nd Floor-Dauphin County Administration Building) prior to recording in the 

Recorder of Deeds Office. 

 

The fee will be $20.00 per parcel number certified and will be payable in the 

Recorder of Deeds office at the time of Recording. 

 

Items sent by mail should continue to be sent to the Recorder of Deeds Office.
