This is an official notice of a General election to be conducted on November 5, 2024 in Dauphin
County. You may register to vote and request an official absentee ballot by using the Federal Postcard
Application (FPCA), available at www.vote.pa.gov or www.fvap.gov. You may apply for an absentee
ballot by submitting your FPCA by fax to (717) 780-6478 or by email to election@dauphincounty.gov.

You may request an absentee ballot from this office at any time prior to a primary or election. However,
if time does not permit you to receive and return an official absentee ballot, you are also entitled to vote
using the Federal Write-in Absentee Ballot (FWAB). Military electors may also use the FWAB to
register to vote and vote simultaneously.

You may use the FWAB to vote for a candidate for U.S Senate and U.S. Representative (Representative
in Congress) as well as candidates for all state and local offices, and ballot initiatives.

To vote, refer to page 3 of the FWAB.

To vote for President of the United States, United States Senator, and U.S. Representative
(Representative in Congress), write in the name of the candidate of your choice in the space provided on
the FWAB.

To vote for state and local offices or for ballot initiatives, write the names of candidates or ballot
initiatives in the Addendum section of the FWAB. Under the Office/Ballot Initiative heading, enter the
office the candidate is running for or the title of the Ballot Initiative (referendum). Under the Candidate
Name, Party Affiliation or Initiative Vote heading, list the name of the candidate you wish to vote for, or
if you are voting on a Referendum questions write “yes” or “no.”

A referendum question will appear on the November 5, 2024 ballot regarding the issuance
of liquor licenses in Penbrook Borough (all four wards).

The proposed question is as follows:
Do you favor the granting of brewery licenses for the sale of malt or brewed beverages by the case, by the
keg and by the glass for consumption on premises, plus the sale of wine and spirits by the glass for
consumption on premises, in Penbrook Borough, County of Dauphin, Pennsylvania?

A referendum question will appear on the November 5, 2024 ballot regarding the approval of the electorate to
eliminate the occupation tax and increase the earned income tax rate to replace revenues generated by the
occupation tax in Susquehanna Township School District (all wards in Susquehanna Township).

The proposed question is as follows:

Do you favor eliminating the Susquehanna Township School District annual $270.00 occupation Tax, and
increasing the rate of the Susquehanna Township School District earned income tax rate from 0.5% to a
new School District rate of 1.10% making the new total earned incomed tax rate, when combined with
the Susquehanna Township Municipality 0.50% rate, for a total of 1.60%?
